The Bootlegger 50K & 25K showcases the unique Mojave Desert ecosystem.  This diverse bioregion occupies a significant portion of southeastern California, southern Nevada, southwestern Utah and northwestern Arizona.  This racecourse traverses a landscape that is home to thousands of rare desert plants and animals, adapted to survive in this extreme place where rain is scarce and temperatures soar.  A place once known for its inhabitability and sparse human population is now feeling the pressure of urban growth, water acquisition and mineral extraction.

There are a few groups working diligently to protect key Mojave Desert lands from “expanding settlement and growing mechanization.”  One of those is the Wilderness Land Trust (http://www.wildernesslandtrust.org/).

The Wilderness Land Trust’s goal is to acquire the more than 400,000 acres of unprotected private land across the western US within designated wilderness areas and return it to public ownership to guarantee that future generations can enjoy the enduring resources of wilderness. The WLT acquires lands from willing sellers whose property was created generations ago through mining claims, various homestead acts, timber claims or railroad grants in since-designated wilderness areas and transfers that land to Federal agencies for protection and administration.

From the Bootlegger course one can view some of the areas the WLT has helped protect from the threat of development like the Mount Tipton Wilderness Area that lays just across the Colorado River in Arizona or the Piute and Dead Mountain Wilderness Areas that can be found just across the Nevada border in southeastern California.  Many more areas protected by the Wilderness Land Trust, some which may lie near your front door, can be found here:
